Leslie Budd, Reader in Social Enterprise

His current interests cover a range of issues that are centred, within an inter-disciplinary framework, on the region (both supra-national and sub-national) and its urban implications as the unit of analysis. Mark Fenton O’Creevy, Professor of Organisational Behaviour
